3. Arrangement of a parking lot, access road and infrastructure for the new ropeway in Gudauri

Rating shall be made on a combination of the value and the number of
the relevant consultancy/design contracts. Weighted score for evaluation is 20%.

3. The consultant shall have at least of 5 years General experience. Weighted score for evaluation is 30%.
